CLAUSE GUIDANCE NOTES

All
Do not leave a clause in ‘Just in Case’, it will diminish the relevance of the specification to the job and undermine confidence in the specification by all readers of it.

If it might become relevant in the future, leave it out now, then edit the spec to add it back in and reissue it at the time.

Read the clauses every time you create a specification and if necessary edit it accordingly.

Do not accept a standard clause if it does not quite relate to your project, edit it accordingly.

If you are unsure how to edit it, seek advice.

If the list in each clause is not edited by the specifier (to suit the project scope of works, to update to current standards) then the clause(s) may be deleted and rely on clause 4.

ENVIRONMENTAL PURCHASING POLICY: TRANSPORT

Background:

Under the Treaty of Rome and the Construction Products Directive, projects/tenders over a set value funded by Government or Public Bodies, must not create technical barriers to restrict the purchase of materials to local sources and must open purchasing up to manufacturers in other EU states to the benefit of the EU’s economy as a whole.

However this often leads to the creation of very open specifications and consequently materials are often being procured from outside the EU with no financial benefits for EU at all.

Case law has indicated that Environmental and Social issues may be taken into account in tender evaluations as long as requirements are included in the original specification.

The latest update of the EU Procurement Rules permit the inclusion of Social and Environmental requirements in Specification clauses.

Aim:

This project aims to address transport energy use and other environmental issues in its procurement policy.

To reduce carbon (CO2) emissions and embodied energy from transport using fossil fuel. E.g. Petrol, Diesel, Shipping oil, aeronautical fuel, etc.

Minimise the miles/kilometres supplies are transported throughout the whole extraction, transport, manufacturing processes and delivery to the site.

Requirements:

Purchase within the EU in preference to opening up to international suppliers.

Purchase from local manufacturers, in preference to regional, in preference to national, in preference to UK, in preference to EU mainland, in preference to global.

Support the local economy and local SME (Small to Medium Enterprise) manufacturers and tradesmen..

Wherever possible specify local, regional, national and EU products and manufacturers in the Specification for the above reasons.
